No single agency hes played 2 nore import:nt psrt in the dev-
elopment and im;rovment of the Indiansa strte pr.rks in recent years
than has the Civilian Conservation Corps in the program which has
been corried on during the past fifteen months. The results of that
program are alrecdy apparent to the rnost cesual visitor to the
parks, and with & second yesr of improvement work in progress, Ind-
iana may look forwgrd.to a stante park system whigh will meet the
needs of future generations, : IR -

It is impossible to make = just appraisal now of the benefits
to the stite through the work of the CCC in the state parks. How-
ever, we can anticipate those benefits from the past year when im-
provements having a financial cost of over a quarter of a million
dollars were completed. These ineclude the erection of buildings
which will be -available for use by park visitors after the camps
have completed their work; the building of roadways which onen up
new areas for the enjoyment of the visitor; the planting of trees
and other work, the value of which is not to be measured now or in
the future by dollars and cents. '

The state parks ploy an import:nt phrt in the life of the pres-
ent generation; affording places for recre~tion and the enjoyment
of neture but their value will increase with the coming years. In
carrying forward the improvement cnd development of these parks the
members of the Civilian Conservation Corps are building for the
future for the work that they are doing will be a permanent memor-

ial to = their labors.

i1 A few short years ago the economic conditio..s in this old

— U.S.4. were in one heluva shape. A weak, anemic and apa-
fi--¢  thetic administration, coupled with numerous other causes,
Aﬂwuvﬁ . such as stock speculatvion, installmen®t buying, and a country-
\xl%kf wide belief that in tie future every day would be pay-day,
c/ \/@ had jitched the nation into a situation which was well-nigh
\/ disastrous.

o Banks began tuv fail; factories closed their doors indef-

initely rather than ojerate "in the red"; industry and busi-

ness went into a stall and then shot crazily into a tail-spin.
Idle men began to be seen walking the streets, comparctively few
in nviber at first but soon increasing alarringly, together in
grouos alcng the curbs and on corners to discuss and debate the
problen at hand.

Things were happening-things which did not occupy conspicuous
positions, if any, ia the dail papers. 2People were losing their
| homes. The men on the streets were now gavnt with hunger and weary
‘ from long walking in search of any little job that would bring them

food and clothing for thenselves and families. lany fanilies were
’ being broken up: the fathers and sons and brothers were reaching
out into other towns, ainywhere, where there :ight be a bit of promise
of work. The demoralization of the youth of +the country was set.ing in.

Then there came a c.ange, slight at first, but noticeable in the
sudden renevel of confidence. L new man sat in the V/hite House--ener-
getic, far-sighted, understanding, sympatietic; & man who promised
nothing exzcept a full-hearted and sincere atiempt to serve the mass ef
humanity in this nation to the best of his ability. Graduvally, under
his direction, business conditicéns be.an to improve; but not fast en-
ough to benefit those who were poverty-stricken and ill and who were
still in dire need of money, food, clothing, employment.

Then, one day the papers carried tentztive reports about the con-
ception of a great idcal An idea which had to do with the employment
of young men vy the government, in thc¢ form of an organization known
as the "Civilian's Conservation Corps. The corns would be put to work
inproving the natural resources of the country-reforestation, erosion
work, inprovemncnt of state and national parks. It would be fed and
housed by the Army in work czmps located at suitablc placcs over the
country; the work would be directed by men traincd in colleges and
universities or thr.ugh practical experiences; and the government
would pay the bill, a sizeavle portion of whiech would be paid directly
to thc¢ dependents of the workers.

The idea met with instant appyroval. Bureaus werc s.t up and app-
lications Houred in, uatil some 312,000 young men had enrolled. Real
want &nd starvation have beea practically climinated. The dependents
of a C.C.C. nember are agssurcd of a stcady income for as long as the
young ixan rcénains in the Corps. And nost imvortant of all is the most
gretifying boost in the healt and wmorale of the country's youth, and
tnc nation in goéneall

The above, fellows, is a picture of these last few years. Many
of you wurc & long wey gone on the¢ road o ruin: You werc slipuing
and you eouldn'¥® hclp it. The conditions in this country then were
not of your making but they were dragging you down with the rest.

3ince the incoption of the C.C.C. you have come a long way bvacke.
You ha ¢ gained paysical ana iental health; you have food and clothing,
a job, and a little money in your pockuts, where before you had noth-
ing. You have the opvortunitics to learn, if you will, somcthing of
the various tradcs thru your vork with your suvpervisors, and there are
classes in vhich you may coiplete some of your former school work.

vided oy your connection with the Corps. and you readily apvreciate
an@ adnit your indGudtcdness to this goverament of ours in making these
things availablc.
